FORMAT OF THE PROPOSAL

It often makes sense to have students prepare a proposal for the work they will do
on their IQP. Some advisors use the first of three terms for that purpose. The
following is a proposed outline for such a proposal. It also makes sense to structure
weekly assignments for this portion of the IQP work, so that it becomes the product
of the term’s work. Thus, during the last two terms, data collection, analysis, and
report writing can proceed smoothly. The literature review and methodology
sections, in the main, will have been completed.
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
