In this assignment you will make a final really serious effort at unearthing “killer sources” of primary background information.  Each student is expected to find truly outstanding articles, books, papers, journals or other primary sources.  You will also refine your “practical” contributions to the methodology (Forms, Databases, Maps).  You will then move forward to the Results and Analyses by listing the captions of the various graphics you envision creating for each of those two important chapters of your report.   Finally, you will develop a detailed schedule of tasks to be accomplished in Venice, including a budget for each.
1) KILLER SOURCES

Before the term is over, and now that the project is more clearly defined, you should dedicate some of your energies for one last full-out effort to get any additional sources you might have missed so far.  With the optional assistance of staff librarians, you should zero in on truly outstanding sources of information for your project.  These could be articles, papers, books, journals or any other primary source (try to avoid web sites).  A truly outstanding source will give you invaluable information that you can use directly in your project, either in the Background or in the Methodology chapter.  For example, an ideal source would be a case study of an experience that closely resembles the project that you are working on.   Whatever source you come up with, conduct secondary searches for: (i) papers from the same author(s); (ii) papers cited in the source that sound particularly promising; (iii) authors cited in the source that seem to write about the topic of interest.   You may have already found such a source, in which case you should only perform the follow-up tasks (i)-(iii).  Each student is expected to come up with at least one killer source.  The result of this assignment should be a FINAL list of MUST-GET sources.  You should devote a serious effort to obtaining these sources before the term is over.  Use the online form to organize your findings for this last round of literature review.  
2) REFINE METHODOLOGY SPECIFICS: FIELD FORM(s), GIS MAP(s) and DATABASE(s)

Based on the previously agreed-upon division of labor among team members, and on the feedback from your advisors/instructor, refine the specific tools related to the methodology objective you have been assigned.
FIELD FORM

Produce this using Access this time (not Excel) so the field form stays with the database that it populates.  Create either a Form or a Report and print it out with a BLANK dataset.  Make sure you include ONLY data that will be collected in the field.  Make sure this is exhaustive.  Make believe you are really going to use it TOMORROW!  Use past forms if appropriate and revise them critically.
GIS MAP

Create the layer in Mapinfo and give it a structure, then populate a Map and structure with made-up sample data.  Download and begin to use REAL Venice layers.  Make sure you only put “permanent” data in the layer’s internal data structure.  Make sure everything has a code and propose a syntax for it.  Also, take a look at past GIS layers and plan how to expand them and validate them.
DATABASE

List the database fields and describe each one briefly, then populate the database with 10 made-up records.  The database will incorporate data from field forms as well as other non-field data.  Make sure each record has a unique code that links (if appropriate) to a GIS layer or to other databases.  Make sure the database(s) are relational.  Also, take a look at “past” databases from prior IQPs and incorporate their data into your new database file (.MDB).  Conduct some validation/testing on the pre-existing data to determine what needs to be integrated.
3) RESULT CAPTIONS
Make a list of the “captions” of the graphics that you envision will be included in your Results chapter.  For example, you may include captions such as: “Retail Stores by Store Type in 1950-1960”.  Then in one sentence state how you envision the graphic to look.  Going back to the aforementioned example: “Map showing the retail stores in the 1950’s, colored according to 6 store types: Food, Clothes, Equipment, Amenities, Entertainment, Miscellaneous.”  Group these under proposed headings for the Results chapter.
4) ANALYSIS CAPTIONS
Make a list of the “captions” of the graphics that you envision will be included in your Analysis chapter.  For example, you may include captions such as: “Retail Comfort Index in 1950-1960”.  Then in one sentence state how you envision the graphic to look.  Going back to the aforementioned example: “Map showing the comfort index by census tract in the 1950’s; greener color means higher comfort, redder tones indicate lower comfort.”  Group these under proposed headings for the Analysis chapter.
5) PROJECT SCHEDULE (on site) – as an appendix referred to from the Methodology chapter

Use an Excel sheet (on line under handouts) to block out the dates and indicate the times (where applicable) for at least the following tasks, plus any other major task in your project.  You will place this in an appendix and refer to it from the Methodology chapter.
