In this assignment you will produce the third draft your proposal and also continue to prepare the killer slides for the final presentation by reworking your first powerpoint.  You will exchange drafts with another team, so you can work on your critical thinking and analytical skills.
1) DRAFT #3 (on web page)

Put together the third draft of your proposal as detailed below.

The whole thing should be 25-35 pages max. including the cover and the killer graphs.  Make sure you turn in your draft using the appropriate Draft Cover Sheet.  Make sure each section has one (or more) author(s) and reviewer(s).  PEER EDIT THOROUGHLY!   ONE member of the team should act as the overall EDITOR and take a look at the finished product one more time before it is posted on the web.  After the well-revised and well-edited draft is posted on your web site, please email the advisors to let them know the draft is ready to download.  Bring a paper draft to your weekly meetings.  Make sure you use page numbers (bottom right of page)!  Based on your KILLER SOURCES, we expect greatly improved BACKGROUND and METHODOLOGY chapters, with ample references and with GOOD storylines (Background) and structures (Methodology).  Blend the Expected Results into the first 2-3 Objectives sections of your Methodology.  Likewise, blend the Expected Analyses into your analytical objective sections of the Methodology.
Start major sections/chapter on a new page (you can recoup the lost space elsewhere - don't worry)

1. INTRODUCTION (2 pages) 

Finalize your Introduction moves 

Add References where needed (Chicago citation styles) 

2. BACKGROUND (10+ pages) 

Write your Background by mirroring and expanding Moves 1-4 of Intro

Use a Storyline!  Give the chapter a “logical” sequence.

Use awesome primary sources!  Almost every paragraph/sentence should be referenced!
Give facts, stats and extents, BUT make sure that they are RELEVANT!
Obtain and include most relevant figures (maps, graphs, pictures, diagrams) and Tables.  

MINE YOUR PRESENTATION for exciting VISUALS to spruce up the chapter.
3. METHODOLOGY (8+ pages)

Introductory text (don't use headings) 

final mission statement 

final list of objectives 

boundaries (don't call them that though!)

Map of Study area (if applicable)
roadmap (do a good job or omit it) 

3.1 Objective 1 –  INCLUDE FULL METHODOLOGICAL DETAILS and refer reader to APPENDICES.




Break up every objective section into sub-sections devoted to each major task.




Be exhaustive and very very detailed…
3.2 Objective 2 – These sections need to be as “deep” as possible
3.3 Objective 3 – Your final grade will depend a lot on how “deep” your methodology is.
Each Objective section should have a proper title which reflects the corresponding objective, typically with the verb ending in “ing”.  Each Objective section could contain, if appropriate, examples of the types of KILLER GRAPHICS that would be produced with the data/analysis produced within that objective.  Appropriate references to figures should be made using the “cross-reference” feature in word.  Appropriate references should also be made to specific APPENDICES which will contain the TOOLS (developed in prior assignments) that will be used in the fulfillment of that objective.

(Only print what is in BOLD and anything else you want to discuss at PQP meetings)

Boring but useful details

TOOLS developed in Assignment #9 – PRINT THESE and discuss them at PQP meeting

Schedule and Budget (download the spreadsheet on line)
Make sure you post the Appendices on your web page.  We recommend you put the appendices in a separate word document for now.

The more detail you put into this final draft, the more useful feedback you are likely to get from your advisors!

MAKE SURE YOUR DRAFT CONTAINS THE FOLLOWING:
FIELD FORM(s) – in Appendix 
Produce this using Excel for now.  Make sure you include ONLY data that will be collected in the field.  Make sure this is exhaustive.  Make believe you are really going to use it TOMORROW!
GIS MAP(s) – In text
Create the layer in Mapinfo and give it a structure, then populate a Map and structure with made-up sample data.  Download and begin to use REAL Venice layers.  Make sure you only put “permanent” data in the layer’s internal data structure.  Make sure everything has a code and propose a syntax for it.
DATABASE(s) – in Appendix
List the database fields and describe each one briefly, then populate the database with 10 made-up records.  The database will incorporate data from field forms as well as other non-field data.  Make sure each record has a unique code that links (if appropriate) to a GIS layer or to other databases.  Make sure the database(s) are relational.
2) KILLER SLIDES

Make use of creative animations that add meaning to the slide show and visually convey the concepts you want the audience to really get.  Continue to upgrade the killer slide animations on your web site.

3) DRAFT EXCHANGE

By Wednesday, your team will be notified of what web-site to go to in order to download another team’s draft proposal, so you can read it, dissect it, critically evaluate it and thus provide constructive comments and suggest revisions.   You will receive specific instructions by Wednesday as to what to do once you are assigned another team’s draft report.  The drafts to read will not be posted until Friday.  Then you will have until Monday to do the reading as part of your individual assignment #13.  The idea is that you split the load and each read one chapter or so of the other team’s draft proposal.
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
