In this final assignment you will produce the final presentation slides and the final proposal and put everything on the web site.  You will inform your sponsors and/or collaborators about the fact that these files are posted on line. Finally, you are reminded to individually download and print the Vademecum manual and pack it in your carry-on luggage for the trip to Italy.
NOTES on this ASSIGNMENT

This assignment is meant to reinforce the point that the PROPOSAL due at the end of the term is only the HALF-WAY point of your 14-week IQP experience.  As has been the case from the beginning of the preparation term, anything you do is not to be taken as a chore to be completed just to get the proposal out of the way, but as ANOTHER BUILDING BLOCK toward a successful project report at the end of the term on site.

1) FINAL PRESENTATION SLIDES (bring to final presentations on Thursday 10/12 at 6:30pm)
Bing two printouts of your slides to the final presentation.  Print 6 slides per sheet.
2) FINAL PROPOSAL (bound in advisors’ mailboxes and on the web by Friday 10/13 at noon)
Put together the final proposal as detailed below.

The whole thing should be 25-35 pages max. including the cover and the killer graphs.  Include an Authorship page after the cover page, listing the primary contributors to each section of the proposal. Make sure each section has one (or more) author(s) and reviewer(s).  PEER EDIT THOROUGHLY!   ONE member of the team should act as the overall EDITOR and take a look at the finished product one more time before it is posted on the web and turned in.  Post the Final Proposal on your web page and also submit a bound copy of your final proposal in the advisors’ mailboxes by Friday 10/13 at noon. Make sure you use page numbers (bottom right of page)!


Based on our comments to your past drafts, we expect greatly improved BACKGROUND and METHODOLOGY chapters, with ample references and with GOOD storylines (Background) and structures (Methodology).  Blend some of the killer graphics (expected results) into the first 2-3 Objectives sections of your Methodology.  Likewise, blend the more powerful multivariate killer graphics into your analytical objective sections of the Methodology.

Make sure the whole paper, as well as all Figures and Tables are properly cited.  In particular, the entire Background chapter should be heavily footnoted.  Double check all your Bibliographical references and include them in the last chapter, which you can title “Bibliography” or “Works Cited”.

Make sure to include a number of Appendices, starting with the Annotated Bibliography, to include field forms, key papers, database structures, project specifics, etc.

Start major sections/chapter on a new page (you can recoup the lost space elsewhere - don't worry)

MAKE SURE YOUR DRAFT CONTAINS THE FOLLOWING:

AUTHORSHIP PAGE

You should clearly spell out who did what in the project like you did on the draft cover forms.  A shorter version of the draft cover table preceded by a sentence or two may be all you need.  Make sure the table is an accurate and complete representation of the contributions each teammate made.  Try to avoid saying “ALL” or “TEAM” on any of the boxes.  The Authorship page should appear at the beginning of your project proposal, right after the cover page.

GIS MAP(s) – In text

Include in your proposal any GIS maps that you created.
FIELD FORM(s) – in Appendix 

Produce this using aCCESS.  Make sure you include ONLY data that will be collected in the field.  Make sure this is exhaustive.  Make believe you are really going to use it TOMORROW!
DATABASE(s) – in Appendix

If you have produced or obtained any databases, please include their structures your appendices.   List the database fields and describe each one briefly.  Where appropriate, make sure each record has a unique code that links (if appropriate) to a GIS layer or to other databases.  Make sure the database(s) are relational.

SCHEDULE and BUDGET – in Appendix

Include the Excel schedule you developed in prior assignments.  Include specific details about the 1st week in Venice.  Refer to this from your Methodology chapter.  Block out the dates and indicate the times (where applicable) for at least the following tasks, plus any other major task in your project:

1. Finalizing Background 

2. Finalizing Methodology

3. Field Work testing

4. Start of actual field work
5. Executive Summary (Start early)
6. OBJECTIVE 1 (spell out)

7. OBJECTIVE 2 (spell out)

8. Other objectives…
9. End of Field Work

10. Results

11. Analysis - Analytical OBJECTIVE(s)
12. Conclusions/Recommendations

3) FINAL WEB PAGE (by Friday 12/13 at noon)
Finalize the web page to include all files produced this term.  All of the files you produced this term should also be on line.  Make sure URL shows up on Project Cover (at bottom).  Use the web page to allow sponsors to view and download the proposal files at will.  Alert the sponsor about this possibility (which helps when people have small quota or some other email problem).

4) SEND FINAL EMAIL to SPONSOR (by Friday 12/13 at noon)
Inform the sponsor (or any important collaborator) of the fact that the final proposal is posted on the web site by sending an appropriate message to him/her.   Copy the advisors when you send this email.
