Based on your individual assignments (#1), and your subsequent group discussions, produce a group version of the following.
1) PROBLEM STATEMENT

Write a group’s version of the Problem Statement.
2) MISSION STATEMENT

Write your group’s version of your project’s Mission Statement (see handouts for details).

3) SOCIAL IMPLICATIONS

Combine the PROS tables from assignment #1, and create a single table of POSITIVE social implications for your project.  Remember that the table must have 2 columns (column 1: WHO is affected positively, and column 2: WHY these people are affected by your project).  Repeat the process for the CONS/NEGATIVE tables. Remember that the CONS are not about your project’s FAILURE, but about the NEGATIVE impacts that your project may have on people if it is SUCCESSFUL.
4) LIST OF BACKGROUND TOPICS

Make a single  list of all of the topics/subjects that you think would be pertinent as background information to your project.  Organize the topics in groups and order them from general to specific.  Identify top priority items.
5) PROJECT DELIVERABLES (new task)
Make an initial list of deliverables that you project will produce.  These are concrete, tangible legacies you will leave behind.  In addition to your report and CD, what else will your sponsor be getting (and hopefully using) after your on-site project is all done?
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
