You should check on each other’s assignment at your own meeting.  Do not allow any excuses from your teammates.  PUT YOUR NAME ON THE FINISHED ASSIGNMENT.  Go on line to get this and other Assignments and any related Handouts and Samples.

In this assignment you will move toward completing the Background chapter by continuing the Literature Review and by writing Background sections using appropriate storylines.  You will also dig deeper into your Methodology and begin writing up each Objective section.  You will start from the Objectives and begin to tell us HOW you plan to achieve each objective.  You will also identify the most useful methodological sources for information that will help you in the development of the scientific methods you will employ to fulfill your objectives.  To begin “getting real” about your methods, you will individually tackle the actual creation of Field Forms, GIS Maps and Database Structures, based on an agreed-upon division of labor.  Each of you will also reflect upon the first presentation and take on the creation of one Killer Slide according to how the team decides to divide that task.
1) LITERATURE REVIEW/ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY – Relevant Background and Methodology
Continue to identify useful sources of various types (books, academic journals, trade journals, periodicals, on-line sources, etc.) and produce the respective annotated bibliography entries.  Now, try to focus on pertinent literature that is highly relevant and appropriate.  We’re looking for quality here, not quantity.  Continue to explore Methodological literature too.  Avoid banal sources and focus on tools and techniques that can be used in your analysis.  Contact the reference librarian for additional help as needed.
2) BACKGROUND STORYLINE CONTRIBUTION
Based on an agreed-upon division of labor among team members, continue to work on specific background topics and weave them into the overall background storyline.  Use TOPIC SENTENCES and PARAGRAPHS.  Make sure the stuff you write is pertinent and make clear why.  Refer to the writing resources on line to make your writing as good as it can be.  Revise your own writing first, before having one of your teammates review it.  When in doubt, keep it SIMPLE!
3) METHODOLOGY CONTRIBUTION
Based on an agreed-upon division of labor among team members, work on a specific methodology objective and flesh out the exact methods you plan to use to accomplish such objective.  Identify the core non-trivial tasks and discuss the scientific methods you will use to accomplish the tasks.  Identify and describe tools, techniques, time schedules, field forms and other implements that will help you achieve the results needed.  As in the Background chapter, make sure your paragraphs are properly constructed and clearly written.
4) METHODOLOGY SPECIFICS: FIELD FORM(s), GIS MAP(s) and DATABASE(s)
Based on the aforementioned agreed-upon division of labor among team members, work on specific tools related to the methodology objective you have been assigned.  Each team should ensure that each member is put in charge of developing either: (1) a professional field form you plan to use to collect data; or (2)  a GIS Map that will display your field data; or (3) a database structure that will be used to store the data away.  If there are more than three people on a team, assign a second Field Form, GIS Map or Database to the remaining members.
FIELD FORM

Produce this using Excel for now.  Make sure you include ONLY data that will be collected in the field.  Make sure this is exhaustive.  Make believe you are really going to use it TOMORROW!  Refer to Past IQPs for examples (look in their Methodology and in the Appendices).
GIS MAP

Create the layer in Mapinfo and give it a structure, then populate a Map and structure with made-up sample data.  Download and begin to use REAL Venice layers.   If you want really up-to-date or more specific layers, you need to obtain the CDs produced by past project teams.  Some of the datasets and layers are online too (if asked for a username/password, try “guest” and “tseug” respectively).  Make sure you only put “permanent” data in the layer’s internal data structure.  Make sure everything has a code and propose a syntax for it.
DATABASE

List the database fields and describe each one briefly, then populate the database with 10 made-up records.  The database will incorporate data from field forms as well as other non-field data.  Make sure each record has a unique code that links (if appropriate) to a GIS layer or to other databases.  Make sure the database(s) are relational.  Again, refer to Past IQPs for examples (look in their Methodology and in the Appendices).  Obtain past project CDs to get actual datasets that you will actually use.  Some of these are online too (if asked for a username/password, try “guest” and “tseug” respectively).
5) KILLER SLIDE
Identify one killer slides that can be assigned to each team member.  This is a powerful, properly animated, sequence of overlapping slides (which will make it much easier for you to manage your “Custom Animations”) that will be included in your Final Presentation.  The idea is to try to convey as much information as possible with as few words and slides as possible, making the slides really VISUAL.   Remember that many of your sponsors speak little English, so make the slides as self-explanatory as possible.  Work on your killer slide in Powerpoint.  Make use of creative animations that add meaning to the slide show and visually convey the concepts you want the audience to really get.  Keep it simple but powerful.  Focus on key slides such as:  Slides for Moves 3-5, which will blend background topics, factoids and lead the audience to appreciate the importance of your Mission.  Plan to dedicate one or more slides to each Objective, sprinkling in some Killer Graphics that illustrate the visual results that you plan to achieve with each objective.
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
