Picture Posts


Picture posts provide a method of documenting physical changes to the environment over a long period of time. Participants will take a picture from a defined location. All pictures from this location will be grouped together to watch changes occur. This is a useful method for watching the green-up of vegetation and to monitor visitor impacts on trail width.

Suggested age: 
10 and up

Equipment required:
Digital camera

Description:

Begin by selecting an appropriate location for the experiment. Select a particular post from the map. Record the post code as well as date and time of day of the picture.

Attach the digital camera to the top of the post. Align the camera with one of the directions indicated on the post. Record the direction and take the picture. Repeat for each direction on the post. If possible, continue on to the next post and repeat the experiment.

Complete the online data entry form for each post and upload the appropriate pictures. Submit the form an pictures for entry into the database.
