Admission

The admission process considers the balance of talents and skills,
grades, conduct record, evidence of motivation and clear objectives,
ability to work with others, evidence of maturity and
independence, and langnage skills to provide accepted students a
high quality experience at each site. Placement is not gnaranteed.
Every effort will be made to honor your first choice, but you
should understand that if accepted for participation in the
Global Perspective Program, you may be offered a slot in one of
your other choices. All applications received before the
submission deadline will be reviewed on an equal
basis.  Late applications may not be reviewed.
Incomplete applications will not be considered.

Eligibility

All applicants must be in good academic standing at
the time of application. Sophomores and Juniors are
eligible to apply for project programs (IQP). First-year
students can apply only for Humanities and Arts
programs.

(IGSD), you will be required to attend a Site Session
and an Interview. If you fail to attend EITHER of
these events your application will not be considered.

Your application will be considered only after your
interview has been completed and all other
application materials ate submitted.  Failure to
follow through with an interview will result in your
application being rejected. The IGSD will provide
each applicant with instructions for how to schedule
individual interviews at the time of application.
