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The three design project teams did an amazing job this past summer! Following is a brief overview of the
problems or needs they addressed for their clients and the outcomes of their hard work.
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One of Mass Audubon’s sanctuaries, Broad Meadow Brook encom-
passes over 400 acres of woods, fields, streams, and marsh in the
city of Worcester. Part of their strategic plan is to provide a univer-
sally-accessible, all-persons trail linking the sanctuary to the Black-
stone River Bikeway. This team developed recommendations for im-
provements to a small segment of that trail and the addition of a
viewing area and bridge crossing Broad Meadow Brook. They
learned all about ADA regulations related to trails, trail surfacing
options, and a type of wood called ipe. We'll be getting this team
back together in the springtotry to help Broad Meadow Brook move
this very large project forward!
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Friendly House is a non-profit organization that coordinates many
initiatives for the educational, social and family betterment of resi-
dents of the City of Worcester, including the provision of transitional
and emergency shelters for homeless people. A home with a nicely
landscaped yard is important both for the residents and for the
neighborhood as a whole. This team developed a proposal for land-
scape beautification at the 87 EIm Street emergency shelter by con-
sulting with both residents and neighbors. A major part of the pro-
ject ended up being the challenges associated with beautifying a
dumpster! Team members interviewed the waste management com-
pany about dumpster options. They also consulted with a landscape
design professional to develop recommendations for new plantings,
and made suggestions for improving a sitting and play area in the
backyard. Recently we were notified that the Wheeler Trust has
awarded funds for the plantings the team recommended, so we'll be
getting together in the spring for a planting day and ribbon cutting!

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The mission of Why Meis to provide love and support for families with child-
hood cancer. This organization operates Sherry’s House and Activity Center,
a place where kids and their families from all over the Central New England
community can come and receive the support and encouragement they need
to fight childhood cancer, together. Major improvements to the backyard of
Sherry’s House are underway. This team investigated options for playground
equipment and surfacing and interviewed three potential suppliers. They
learned a lot about different styles of salesmanship, about fall zones and
safety circles, and how much space swing sets would take! Their efforts
played a major role in spearheading the playground initiative and giving the
house manager ideas. The playground was installed in October! We'll try to
go back in the late spring for an arts & crafts activity with some children,
combined with play in the playground.
