Meetings
Meetings shall be held monthly during the academic year with a minimum of 2 per year.  Outside of the academic year, meetings shall be at the President’s discretion.  Regular meetings shall be scheduled 2 hours in length.  All meetings shall be run according to Robert’s Rules of Order except as stated herein.

Meetings shall be open to all voting and non-voting members, undergraduate chapter presidents or their designees, executive board members of the Inter-fraternity Council and the College Pan-Hellenic Council and guests recognized by the President  One-Third of the voting membership of the Council shall constitute a quorum, nine people representing no less than four chapters.  A simple majority shall govern except as stated herein.

Officers and Committees

The Officers of the Council shall be the President, the Vice President, the Treasurer, and the Secretary, each of whom shall be elected for a term of one year.  Officers may stand for reelection.  Only Greek alumni are eligible for election to offices. Officer elections shall be during the December meeting.  Newly elected officers shall assume their duties at the January meeting.
