Emily Perlow, Student Activities

The agenda was reviewed and accompanying materials were distributed including a contact sheet and a copy of the original charter of GAC from 1991.

Emily Perlow, Student Activities, gave an update about recent happenings in the Greek community.

Comments were shared from Adam Epstein, Assistant Director of Alumni Relations, who thanked those in attendance. He noted that there is a direct correlation between alumni involvement and the strength of Greek chapters and issued a thank you to the loyal volunteers who give back to WPI.

Dick Hooker, Sigma Alpha Epsilon, reviewed a brief history of GAC.

Next, attendees discussed the purpose of the Greek Alumni Council. Ideas included:

· Promote and maintain the wellbeing of the WPI fraternity and sorority system

· Create a strong and informed alumni body

· Develop cooperative and mutually supportive relationships with house corporations, alumni organizations, WPI, undergraduate chapters, advisors, and national organizations

· Promote excellence in fraternity life

· Stress the values of intellectual achievement, social and community awareness, economic integrity, and strong fraternal spirit.
· Act as an intermediary between chapters and WPI

· Focus on providing support to advisors, including training for new advisors

· Serve as a consulting/advising body for alumni boards

· Educate alumni members on issue of liability and risk management

· Encourage progressive standards for facilities improvement

· Investigate cost cutting measures through collaborative buying/purchasing

· Provide support to House Corporations/Boards on facilities management, proper incorporation, etc.
Attendees discussed the structure of GAC and it was decided that each chapter should have up to 3 alumni representatives. Each member in attendance was encouraged to recruit additional members from ones own organization as well as unrepresented organizations. GAC will have a board of officers that will include President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer. Then based upon current GAC projects, committee chairs will be appointed on an as needed basis. Additionally, GAC would like the IFC and Panhellenic Presidents to attend the meetings.
Greek Alumni Council will meet nine times per year—once per month on the first Thursday of the month in August, September, October, November, December/January, February, March, April, and May. It was decided that each meeting with last approximately two hours. Each meeting will address a topic of interest to the members of GAC which benefits house corporations, advisors, or alumni boards.
At the next meeting, the first topic will be continuing to flush out the purpose and role of GAC. Following this, GAC members will be divided into groups and each group will be in charge of a monthly meeting and its accompanying topic. A plan for revising the Constitution will also be discussed.
Attendees should come to the next GAC meeting with:

· 3 ideas about activities/events/programs that GAC should do

· 2 ideas for topics that are of interest  to their organization for possible discussion in future meetings

Elections for President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer will be held at the next meeting as well. For any members who unable to attend who would like to be considered for a position, please indicate interest to Emily Perlow, eperlow@wpi.edu, by January 4, 2006.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm.
