· WPI internet access:  survey results indicate that primary concerns regarding the existing system are downtime (especially weekends) and trees/other interference. · Green Study:  WPI is conducting a Green Study with regards to LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) certification.  This is a voluntary certification as to the environmental friendliness of buildings.  [ACTION ITEM]  Jake R. to contact WPI’s lead person on this issue to see about a future presentation to GAC on LEED and possible retrofits/steps to make chapter houses more efficient and environmental friendly.
