The Goat’s Head has been re-born as a pub-style restaurant in the old Founders’ dining hall, and has programming space, good for meetings and receptions.

· House Inspections – Dick has been in contact with the City for several weeks. Inspections will begin in October, and Dick will be provided with a schedule. A police officer will be on the “team” this year, and Amanda Wilson will not due to her promotion. An alumni of the house must be present, and the inspection will not be done without one. The police officer’s duty is supposed to be life safety. Some houses are considering not allowing officer entry on constitutional grounds. Next year’s inspections will be pass/fail, no more warnings. Failure means 30-60 days to fix issues, then the building is locked.  Notes on smoke detectors – cannot be older than 15 years. Hoods and ducts must be proper, and cleaned at least 2x per year. Cochran does Chartwells’ cleaning on campus, it may be a cost savings for chapters to collectively hire them to do the houses as well.

· Homecoming – An area for GAC has been established, the banner is being made, water will be handed out. Emily has not received dates for the major events calendar, so that idea appears dead.

· Greek Internet Network – PSK has had issues with downtime and response to requests for service.  ATO has opted out of the network, and Sig Ep has opted in.
· Vandalism – The City of Worcester is cracking down on vandals.  This potentially includes WPI students who paint rocks near their houses. People are advised that there is the potential to be arrested for painting rocks.

· GAC Website – Jake has been working with a designer on website layout, Jake and Chad will work on content. Ideas for content include history of national and local fraternities, posting of events, reference documents for housing corps, chapter awards.

· Greening the Greeks – Caitlin designed and distributed a preliminary worksheet for energy use (attached). Suggested that after questionnaires are filled out that we make suggestions on how to reduce energy use.
