It was suggested that this video may be a good item for the house corporation section of the GAC website.

· Parents’ weekend recap – Adam Tracy & Sarah Van Oudenaren gave presentations, Tom Collins spoke to parents.  Adam brought his mother, who was pro-Greek.  Good questions were fielded, 10-20 parents attended.  Suggestion for next year – send parents a letter about the Greek system over the summer.  Note that next year’s parents weekend is earlier.
