CHIA PAC – www.fraternalcaucus.org Matt filled us in on the efforts of the Fraternal Caucus to raise support for the Collegiate Housing and Infrastructure Act. A motion was passed for GAC to put together an informational mailing to send to housing corporations, including background information, GAC’s letter of support, a sample support letter for houses to use, and the addresses of Congressmen.
