In addition to the actual layout of the interface, consideration was taken into what 

platform the presentation would be made in. Initially we planned to create the presentation in 

Macromedia Flash, as it would be possible to create appealing and technical presentations 

while keeping the file size small. After considering time restraints and maintain the ability for 

Tufts to update and make additions/changes later, we decided on using Microsoft Powerpoint 

to create the presentation. 

When the initial versions of the presentation and kiosk were presented to the members 

of the senior staff at Cummings School of Veterinary Science at Tufts University, only one 
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concern was voiced; that they wish we could create multiple kiosks so that more people could 

be exposed to our display.
